A record crowd of over 350 gathered at Countryside Banquet Facility early on the morning of Thursday, 

November 17 th for the 22 nd  annual Mayorõs Prayer Breakfast, hosted by the Washington Chamber of Com-

merce. Mayor Manier began the morning by observing a moment of silence for the city of Canton, follow-

ing the gas explosion on its town square the night before, which ironically was the evening before the 3 rd 

anniversary of the tornado that tore through Washington on November 17, 2013.  

A good portion of the program included prayers and scripture readings by several of Washingtonõs church 

leaders, such as Joshua Monda (First Baptist Church), Adam Kipp (Grace Bible Church), Jeff Browning 

(Washington Christian Church), and Thomas Heren (Our Savior Lutheran). Dave Jane (Connect Church) 

made his personal observations about how Washington passed the test and proved what everyone in 

Washington already knew ð that we were, and still are, a strong, caring community.  

Emcee Mark Swisher (Summer & Associates, LLC) had the privilege of introducing the featured speaker, 

Tom Zobrist (Liberty Bible Church, Eureka). Tomõs message about Compelling Leadership was a perfect in-

tertwining of leadership traits found in the Old Testament Nehemiah and the current leadership of the 

World Seriesõ champions, Chicago Cubs, and of the MVP player, Ben Zobrist, who just happens to be one 

of five children. òJoe Madden has one rule for his players. ôRun hard to first base.õ Beyond that, he lets his 

team do what they need to do to excel,ó said Zobrist. òThat says a lot about the character of the man ð 

does he run hard every time, no matter what kind of hit he gets?ó He went on to share that Compelling 

Leadership can be characterized by the following Cõs: Cares for others more than self; is willing to admit or 

Confess mistakes; is Courageous; is Confident; Coordinates others; has Contingency plans; Confronts prob-

lems; is Charitable; is Cautious and discerning; is Committed to the word of God; and is Committed to daily 

worship.
